Yerkes Observatory, largest refracting telescope in the world 

The birthplace of modern astrophysics.  Yerkes Observatory is a facility of 

the Department of Astronomy and Astrophysics of the University of Chicago. 

It was established in 1897.  Tour guides provide a brief history talk and 

take visitors into the 90-foot dome, one of the largest of its kind ever built! 

Here, visitors look at the famed 40-inch Refractor, the world's biggest lens-

type telescope, and its impressive 73-foot diameter elevator floor.
